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FINANCIAL UPDATE

First, the good news:

The CHPC Mini-Campaign to retire the line of credit loan utilized to finance our church renovations ended on
December 31, 2011. The campaign raised $139,719 that was matched by the CHPC Endowment Fund. That
left us about $13,000 short of what was needed to repay the loan. On January 9, 2012 Session approved a
transfer from the Rainy Day Fund to cover this shortage. On January 20, 2012 the loan was repaid in full. Our
capital campaign is officially closed.

Second, our challenges:

Formulating a budget for 2012 was very challenging for the Session. Revenues from member giving has
declined in recent years as has the number of members in the congregation. Expenses have been cut
wherever possible. The church still has a mortgage from renovations in the 1990’s that has about 10 years of
payments to go. The debt service on this mortgage is about $41,000 per year. The CHPC Endowment Fund
has made distributions to the church in recent years to assist with these payments and to help fund our
mission budget. Because the Endowment funded the matching grants and a distribution for 2011 there is less
for it to distribute this year. Session passed a budget anticipating a small deficit for 2012, and we will need to
dip into our reserves if we do not end the year “in the black.”

What our members can do to help:

Although we anticipated closing out our capital campaign at the end of 2011, we still included the yellow
“capital stewardship” envelopes in your envelope boxes for 2012. All extra gifts (beyond your regular
envelope giving) received in these envelopes will be applied to the church’s income line item called “Building
Mortgage Reduction Contributions.” These gifts will be part of the church’s general fund out of which we make
our mortgage payments. Your extra gifts towards our debt service will help us avoid deficits.

Fran’s husband,
Jack Kimpel is a resident in this unit.
